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Derogation Form for Non-Organic Seed

This form should be used for single varieties of seed, for grass seed & forage seed mixes & for seed potatoes.

The European Council Regulation (EEC) No. 2092/91 states that organic seeds must be used where available.
However, it does allow non-organic seed to be used where no suitable/appropriate organic seed is available. 

The European Commission Regulation (EC) No. 1452/2003, published in August 2003, does not allow treated seed to be used any longer (as of 1 January 2004).  
SFQC will need to know the reason for wanting to use non-organic seed before any purchase takes place. Failure to do this may lead to the status of the crop being lost. Where grass & forage are used containing 60% or more organic seed, details of the seed within the mix must be submitted to SFQC before sowing.
Step 1 
Check the availability of the organic seeds on the UK organic seed database at www.cosi.org.uk. If this is not available to you, please contact SFQC on 0131 335 6606 and ask for Jane Ellis or Louise Prentice and we will check the database on your behalf.
Step 2
For Single seed varieties

If the variety you require is not available organically, and alternative varieties of the same crop are not suitable, SFQC will consider your request to use non-organic seed. The justification must come from the following;

a) No varieties of the species which I want to use are registered in the UK organic seed database.
b) The seed supplier is unable to deliver the seed or seed potatoes before sowing or planting despite ordering the seed in reasonable time.

c) The variety which I want to use is not registered in the database and I can demonstrate that none of the registered alternatives of the same species are appropriate for my production (you will need to indicate the reason they are not appropriate).

d) For research purposes.

d1) to test in small-scale field trials.

d2) for variety conservation purposes.

e) The seed is part of a grass or forage mix containing at least 60% organic seed.
f) Seed for seed production only. Proof of registration will usually be requested.

Seed Mixes

The derogation for grass seed mixes in 2005 is; 60% (by weight) organic grass seed varieties and 40% (by weight) this maybe non-organic seed varieties. A derogation for the 40% non-organic grass/clover varieties must be applied for after purchase but before sowing.

The 60% approach applies also to forage mixes. These must be grown as un-harvestable mixes. An un-harvestable mix is a mix containing species from two or more of the following different groups that is not intended for combine harvesting: Cereals, Pulses, Grasses and Clovers, Brassicas and Others e.g. Oil seeds.
For all mixes please detail both organic & non-organic components on this form.

Potatoes 
Seed potatoes must be sourced organically. Approval for non-organic varieties may be given in exceptional circumstances. Please contact SFQC to discuss the requirements.
